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SCOPE OF THE SYMPOSIUM 
 
The Sixteenth National Symposium and Workshop on Thermal Analysis-
THERMANS - 2008 is being organized at Indira Gandhi Centre for Atomic 
Research, Kalpakkam, India during February 4-8, 2008. The Symposium and 
Workshop is sponsored by Board of Research in Nuclear Sciences (BRNS), 
Department of Atomic Energy (DAE) in association with the Indian Thermal 
Analysis Society (ITAS). In this Symposium, it is planned to focus on the 
theme “Thermal Analysis in Nuclear Technology and Allied Areas”. The 
deliberations of the symposium will cover the following topics:  

�  High temperature thermochemistry and phase equilibrium studies. 
�  Thermochemical and thermophysical properties of nuclear materials.  
�  Solid state reactions and kinetics. 
�  Novel materials such as conducting polymers, ionic liquids. 
�  Nanomaterials. 
�  Polymers, composites and high energy materials. 
�  Glass and ceramics 
�  Catalysts 
�  Bio materials.  
�  Molten salts. 
�  Phase diagram computations and modeling. 
 
 

THE VENUE 
 
Kalpakkam is about 70 km south of Chennai, one of the four metros of India. 
It is located on the shores of the beautiful Bay of Bengal and very near to 
Mahabalipuram (now known as Mamallapuram), a UNESCO World 
Heritage site. Mahabalipuram is well known for the marvelous monuments, 
sculptural panels, caves, monolithic rathas and temples created by the 
Pallava dynasty in the 7th and 8th century, AD. Thirukkazhukundram is 

another famous tourist attraction very near to Kalpakkam�� Kalpakkam has 
also the unique distinction of being the seat for high technology 
development, housing different types of nuclear reactors for research and 
power production. 

�
Indira Gandhi Centre for Atomic Research (IGCAR) established in 1971, is 
engaged in broad-based multidisciplinary programme of scientific research 
and advanced engineering directed towards the development of fast breeder 
reactor technology in India. IGCAR has successfully operated the Fast 



Breeder Test Reactor (FBTR) for the last twenty years with a unique carbide 
fuel which laid the foundation for the 500 MWe Prototype Fast Breeder 
Reactor (PFBR) under construction at Kalpakkam. KAMINI, a unique 
research reactor using a 233U based fuel, is also operational at IGCAR. Here 
several groups are engaged in thermo-analytical research for generating 
thermodynamic data for materials of interest in reactor technology. The 
Madras Atomic Power Station (MAPS), producing nuclear electricity since 
1983, is also located at Kalpakkam. 
 
The weather during February is very pleasant (temperature being about 27°C 
during daytime and 19°C at night). 
 

CALL FOR PAPERS 
 
The original paper prepared as per the guidelines provided below should be 
sent in duplicate as hardcopy and also as a softcopy by CD / email 
(thermans2008@gmail.com ) in Microsoft Word format to Dr. Salil Varma, 
Secretary, National Organizing Committee, Thermans-2008, so as to reach 
him on or before September 30, 2007. The acceptance of the paper will be 
communicated by November 15, 2007. 
 
Cash awards will be given at the symposium to selected papers presented by 
students and researchers below the age of 30 years, as on January 1, 2008. 
The symposium will consist of invited talks, oral and poster presentations. 
 

GUIDELINES FOR PREPARATION OF MANUSCRIPTS  
 
The manuscripts should be printed strictly as per the following instructions: 
�  The manuscript should be typed in one and half spacing, on one side of 

white A4 size paper, with all borders being 1” each. 
�  The total length of the paper including tables, figures and references is 

strictly restricted to FIVE  typed pages. 
�  Mention the category under which the paper should appear. 
�  The names of the authors should be typed two lines below the title 

followed by their affiliation. Corresponding authors must provide their 
email address for further communications. 

�  Each paper should have an Abstract (short summary), not exceeding 100 
words. This should be given below the affiliation of the authors. 



�  The paper should have separate sections on Introduction, Experimental, 
Results & Discussion and Conclusion, followed by References. 

�  The figures should be computer drawn and incorporated into word 
document. The maximum size for figures is 10 cm x 7 cm and the 
legends and units etc. should be suitable for reduction to this size. Figure 
captions should be given in the text of the paper, just below the figure. 
Photographs should be avoided as for as possible. 

�  Tables should be identified with Arabic numerals and should have a 
separate caption centered over it. One line space should be left between 
the text and the table, both at the beginning and end of the table. 

�  References should be cited in the text using Arabic numerals within 
square brackets. They should be cited at the end of the paper in the 
following format:
